The individual has the potential to be a 
most effective student leader and to make great contributions to student life at 
UVa-Wise.  
 

 No major record of involvement or experience is required.  However, some 
degree of participation, the anticipation or desire for further involvement 
and/or the potential for such involvement is required.  
 

 Nominees should be in good standing with the institution.  
 
Who may nominate a candidate?  

Any UVa-Wise student, faculty, or staff member may nominate candidates.  
Candidates may not self-nominate.
